A couple of war time experiences/happenings from Pete and Jan 

Pearson 

  

Pete’s memory: 

ñLiving in a small village in West Sussex, surrounded by tranquil 

farmland, life was far removed from the ravages of war. 

As a very young schoolboy, I would play in the lane with my friends and 

sit on the farm gates watching the workers in the fields. 

The one memory that stands out vividly, is of a regular column of men, 

all wearing khaki caps, marching down the lane in perfect step. Sitting 

on a farm gate, my friend and I waved to them and some waved back. 

Subsequent research has trawled the archives looking to see if there 

were any prisoner of war camps nearby, None have been found, so this 

vision from the past will remain somewhat mysterious.ò

Imagine a family semi-detached house in Lower Parkstone, near the 

Railway bridge. I am in a cot next to my parentsô bed, where my mother 

is resting following my birth. It is said by my family members, that my 

dear dad came rushing up the stairs in agitation, saying that things were 

getting lively outside and that we must all go down to the air-raid shelter. 

Mother said she did not feel well and that she would stay in her bed. 

Meanwhile my dad was bundling me up in a blanket and telling mum 

that she must get up. Reluctantly, she pulled on her dressing gown and 

followed dad. Minutes later, a shell dropped through the roof of our 

house and landed in my cot. This might have been a sad story but for 

my dadôs insistence.ò
